1       Introduction & Background

The regional briefing series is intended to present a wide range of information on the factors likely to impact on tertiary education need in the region, in an accessible way. 
It uses some of the key figures available for the Manawatu-Whanganui region from a variety of data sources including the Department of Labour, Statistics NZ and Education Counts websites. It is intended for use by TEC investment teams, and other internal groups interested in data relating to the tertiary education sector in the Manawatu-Whanganui region
. It includes information about 2009 EFTS provision (see Appendix)
2       Key points

Publicly available information shows:

· The age structure of the Manawatu-Whanganui region is similar to that of the total NZ population. However, Palmerston North city and Manawatu district had high youth growth rates between 2001 and 2006.

· The number of students in secondary schools decreased between 2001 and 2008. 

· A large proportion of the Manawatu-Whanganui population has no formal qualification. For those with tertiary education, the most common qualifications are in Levels 1-3 and Level 7.

· A small but significant number have Postgraduate, Honours, Masters and Doctorate degrees. 

· The rate of youth not in employment, education & training (NEET) is higher in the Manawatu-Whanganui region compared to the national average. 

3       Demography and population
At 2006 Census, 222,423 people lived in the Manawatu-Whanganui region.   The Manawatu-Whanganui regional population grew only slightly between 2001 and 2006 (up 1%), over a period where the national population grew by 8%. 
The population growth was quite diverse across the region, with Palmerston North City and Manawatu District being the only two districts showing any substantial regional growth. The Ruapehu and Whanganui Districts both lost over 500 residents between 2001 and 2006.

As illustrated in the graph below, in 2006, the Manawatu-Whanganui region had relatively large proportions of European (83%) and Māori (19%).  There were smaller than average proportions of Pacific peoples (3%) and Asian (4%).

4       Māori

As at Census 2006:

· 19.0% of the Manawatu-Whanganui region’s population were Māori compared with 14.6% for all of New Zealand.  

· 7.5% of the total Māori population lived in the Manawatu-Whanganui region and Manawatu-Whanganui’s Māori population was the sixth largest of 16 regions in New Zealand.

· the Māori population in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, increased by 7.7% since 2001. This was slightly greater than the national rate of Māori population growth which during the same period, increased by 7.4%.  

· all Districts within the Manawatu-Whanganui region reported a higher than national proportion of Māori residents. The district with the highest proportion of Māori residents was Ruapehu District with over one third of the population (36.0%) describing themselves as Māori.  Rangitikei District also had a relatively high proportion at 23% along with Whanganui District at 21% and Tararua District and Horowhenua District both at 20%.  
· the Māori population in the Manawatu-Whanganui region was relatively youthful, with approximately 36.5% of the population under 15 years of age.  This was slightly larger than the national Māori proportion of 35.4%, but considerably larger than the total national proportion of 21.5%.   There was a small proportion of Māori over 64 years of age (4.2%) in the Manawatu-Whanganui region.  This was slightly larger than the national Māori proportion (4.1%), but was considerably smaller than the total national proportion over 64 years (12.3%).
· as with the total regional population in 2006, the youth population in the Manawatu-Whanganui region showed a larger proportion of Māori (24.8%) when compared to the national proportion (18.6%).  Sub-regionally, the proportion of Māori youth was highest in Ruapehu District where almost half (48.1%) of all youth in that district, identified as being Māori.  Particularly high proportions of Māori youth were also identified in Rangitikei District (34.4%) and Horowhenua District (32.1%).

5       Pacific people
As at Census 2006:

· 2.6% of the Manawatu-Whanganui region’s population were Pacific peoples compared to  6.4% for all of New Zealand.

· 2.2% of Pacific peoples lived in the Manawatu-Whanganui Region; the sixth most populated region of Pacific peoples in New Zealand.

· the Pacific peoples population in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, increased by 17.1% since 2001.  This was greater than the national rate of Pacific peoples population growth which during the same period, increased by 14.7%.  

· Pacific peoples were spread in relatively low proportions throughout the Manawatu-Whanganui region with the largest proportion in Palmerston North City at 4%.  
· as with the total proportion of Pacific peoples in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, the proportion of Pacific peoples youth was very small.  Only 3.8% of all youth in the Manawatu-Whanganui region were Pacific peoples compared to the national Pacific peoples youth proportion of 8.9%.  As with the regional Pacific peoples population, the proportion was higher in Palmerston North City with 4.4%, however, the highest proportion of Pacific peoples youth was in Horowhenua District with 5.0%. 

6       Age Structure

Within the Manawatu – Whanganui region there is a relatively higher proportion of both younger and older residents. The region has a higher share of people aged (5-19) and 50+ than the national average. It is important to note that many of the younger age groups will enter into the working age population over the next few years.
All Territorial Authorities (TAs) other than Ruapehu District have an equal or higher proportion of residents aged 65 and over than the national average. This proportion is the largest in the Whanganui district where at the time Census 2001, 17% of the population were aged 65 and over. Each of the TAs has a sizeable proportion of young people (many exceeding the national share). Palmerston North exceeds the national share in the (15-39) year age group.

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In general, the youth population (15-24) increased in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, however the rate of change of young population was negative.

7       Educational attainment of the population

a) Schools
The graph below shows that the number of students in secondary school decreased from 2001 to 2009. 2001 showed the highest number of students in school during the period and 2009 showed the lowest.
Table 4: Change in student numbers between 2001 and 2009
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At Census 2006, 5.6% of the total NZ student population resided in Manawatu-Whanganui. By 2009, the percentage decreased to 5.4%.
Table 5 shows the ethnicities by percentages of secondary school students in the Manawatu-Whanganui region.

In 2006, the Manawatu-Whanganui region had approximately 42,163 students in secondary school.  62% of students in the Manawatu-Whanganui region were of European ethnicity compared to 58.3% nationally. 30% of students were Māori compared to the national proportion of 21.3% and only 3% Pacific peoples and Asians.

b)     Tertiary Qualifications
According to the graph below, in 2006 in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, a large proportion of the population had no formal qualification, with Māori having the highest rates in this area. 

Of those with qualifications, Europeans had higher rates in all qualification levels except for Level 4 Certificates, where Māori learners had the highest proportion. A significant percentage of the regions European population with qualifications had a Doctorate degree.
Table 7: Tertiary attainment by ethnicity
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The number of students leaving school, their demographic characteristics, and their level of educational attainment all impact on the regional need for tertiary education. Where school achievement rates are poor, it is expected that the region might have a greater need for foundation level learning, including of literacy and numeracy skills.
8       Labour market outcome

a)      Labour force participation

The labour force participation rate in the Manawatu-Whanganui region stood at 66.4% during the year to December 2009, up from 65% the year before. In comparison, the national average participation rate was 68.3% for the year to December 2009.
In 2006, compared to their respective national ethnic averages of 69.3% for Māori and 65% for Pacific peoples, participation in the Manawatu-Whanganui region was similar for Māori at 69.4% but higher for Pacific peoples at 68.6%.  Both these regional rates for Māori and Pacific peoples were higher than total regional participation rate of 67.8%.   

b)      Unemployment rate 
The unemployment rate in Manawatu-Whanganui increased to 5.8% for the year to December 2009 (national average: 6.1%), from 4.2% in the year to December 2008.  The number of unemployed people in the region (as measured by the official statistics) is estimated at 7,100 for the year to December 2009.

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c)      Youth unemployment rate

Past trends for the regional youth unemployment rate was 13.0%, almost in line with the national youth rate of 13.3%. Whanganui District had the highest youth unemployment rate at 18.2% and with Horowhenua District at 15% were the only districts in the Manawatu-Whanganui region with an unemployment rate above the national rate.
d)      Youth employment
The employment rate in the Manawatu-Whanganui region grew by just under 12% between 2001 and 2006, with youth employment growing by just over 16%. Retail Trade was the industry that employed the most youth in 2006, followed by Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing. Employment of youth in Retail Trade grew at around 10% from 2001, in line with the total Retail Trade employment growth in the region. The employment of youth in Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing fell by over 11% between 2001 and 2006, reflecting a general decline in agricultural employment over this period. Manufacturing, and Accommodation, Cafés and Restaurants were the two next largest industries for youth, with youth employed in Manufacturing declining by nearly 3%, again reflecting the decline in total Manufacturing employment. The four largest industries of youth employment combined to account for over half of all youth employment in the Manawatu-Whanganui region.

While youth employment in retail trade and accommodation, cafes and restaurants is consistently high across New Zealand and in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, these are the two large industries where part-time employment exceeds full time employment for youth. Contrasting this, youth employed in Agriculture, Manufacturing and Construction were almost entirely working full time in 2006.

9       Youth
The youth population grew at almost 5% between 2001 and 2006. While the growth in the region was lower than the national youth growth rate, the growth was spread across the districts within the region.  Whanganui District had 90 fewer youth in 2006 compared to 2001, while Palmerston North City and Manawatu District in particular, showed growth at twice the regional rate.
10      NEET
According to 2006 figures, the rate of youth who were not in employment, education or training (NEET) was higher in the Manawatu-Whanganui region than the national average.  The NEET youth rate was 13.0% in the Manawatu-Whanganui region, compared to the national NEET youth rate of 12.5%. Horowhenua and Whanganui Districts had the highest rates of NEET youth (18.3% and 18.6% respectively). These districts had high NEET rates for both younger (15-19 year olds) and older (20-24 year olds) youth.  Ruapehu District also had a relatively high NEET youth rate specifically in the 20-24 years age group at 19.5%.  However, contrasting these particularly high rates, Palmerston North City (the district with the largest population of youth in the region) had a relatively low NEET rate of 9.2%, substantially below the national rate.

11      Manawatu-Whanganui tertiary education provision in 2009

Notes
1. Each course is assigned an Equivalent Full Time Student (EFTS) factor. EFTS is a measure of study load. One EFTS is considered to be a full time load. The Appendix shows 

      
EFTS rounded off to one decimal place.
2. The data is extracted from the Single Data Return (SDR) and is based upon EFTS consumed as reported in the SDR. The SDR is a database that compiles information submitted by all NZ tertiary education organisations (TEOs) that receive student achievement component (SAC) funding and/or enrol students with student loans or allowances.
3. The data in the Appendix shows SAC funded EFTS only.

4. The Course Enrolment EFTS Consumed includes the course EFTS for all courses ending in 2009. This is calculated by summing the values of the SDR EFTS by Month field
from the start date to the end date of the course. It does not include EFTS associated with courses starting in 2009 that end in a subsequent year.
5. ‘EFTS consumed’ may mean any of the following
i)   the total EFTS value of courses taken by students

ii)  the quantity of courses (expressed in terms of EFTS) taken by students

iii) the amount of study completed (expressed in terms of EFTS) by students
